You
should speak with your guidance counsellor, parents and teachers when
making course selections and developing your pathways plan.
*NOTE—students starting grade 9 in 2021 or later are required to
complete 2 elearning credits for graduation unless opted out (more details
coming soon).

COURSE SELEGTION INFORMATION & RESOURGES

PATHWAYS PLANNING TIPS

Make careful choices when determining course levels as these
may impact post-secondary options:

e De-streamed grade 9/10 courses (math & science) allow for
college or university pathway in future grades.

e Academic gr. 9 & 10 courses can lead to either U (university),
M (mixed) or C (college) level courses in grades 11 & 12.

e Students should research potential destinations/
requirements for programs (including grade 12 courses)
when choosing courses from grade to grade. Work
backwards from those requirements to assist with planning.

e Make course selections VERY carefully. As LHSS is a growing
school, we have many full classes and making changes to
courses after the start of a new semester can be extremely
difficult.

MYWAY COURSE SELECTIONS

e At the start of second semester, students will use the MyWay
site to select their courses for the following school year.

e Visit MYWAY.WRDSB.CA or use the link on the LHSS
homepage (JAM.WRDSB.CA).

e Use your school account username and password.

e Click on COURSE REQUESTS. Select student destination
(should be “I will be returning to this School Board” if you are
returning to LHSS next year.

e Make sure to select the appropriate grade level for your
courses. Select your courses from the drop-down menu
(recommend entering compulsory courses first). After each
selection, click ADD COURSE (will see it appear in list below).

e After entering all your courses (compulsory and elective), you
are strongly recommended to select 2 alternate courses.
These are used as replacements should course choices get
cancelled or conflict with other classes once timetabling
starts. Make sure these are classes you would be willing to
take next year!

e Once you’'ve completed all your selections, click PRINT
FRIENDLY VERSION. On the next screen, print out 2 copies of
your selections. One copy must be signed and handed in to
guidance on course selection collection day. Keep the other
copy for your records.

e HELPFUL TIP—please provide any relevant course request
information on your printed course selections (such as
planned summer school courses, separating certain classes,
etc). This information is helpful when your guidance
counsellor is finalizing your timetable. Students should not
use this printout to request specific teachers or to map out
your entire timetable.

e Students will have a limited window of time to make changes
to course requests before timetabling begins.
